• Format & Eligibility: Two-Woman Scramble.  All players must be female amateur golfers.  NOTE: All teams must ride; caddies and/or 

cart drivers not permitted. At least one member of each team must be able to drive a golf cart (age 16 or older w/ driver’s license).  

• Entry Fee: $125 per person. May enter as a Team of 2 female amateur players ($250 team entry) or as a single female amateur 

player ($125 entry) -- Tournament Committee will pair up single players (when possible).   

• Field Size: Fifty (50) two-woman teams (100 players); first come, first served.  Entry Deadline:  5:00pm EST, May 22, 2019.   

• Handicaps:  Active USGA Handicap Index as of May 15, 2019 required (up to 40.4 maximum).  Team handicaps will be based on the 

June 1, 2019 handicap revision and calculated by the Tournament Committee as follows:  each player’s Course Handicap will be 

determined for the Gold Tees then combined with their partner’s Course Handicap.  This combined handicap will then be reduced by 

50% (rounded to the nearest whole number) to arrive at each team’s Scramble Handicap.  

• Practice Round: Optional (not included in entry fee); may be played on Tuesday, June 4th.  Green Fee: $60.00/person (includes cart, 

range balls and tax) payable to White Horse Golf Club.  NOTE:  Call White Horse GC (360-297-4468) to reserve a practice round time.   

• Scramble Start Time:  9:00am Shotgun.  Driving range available at 7:00am.   

• Yardage: Gold Tees - 5,010 yards (CR/Slope: 70.0/123).  NOTE:  Use of distance measuring devices is permitted. 

• Bag Drop / Player Check-In: 7:00am-8:30am.  Please arrive at least 30 minutes prior to the shotgun start.  

• Lodging: Special group rate at the Suquamish Clearwater Casino Resort.  To make reservation, call 866-609-8700 or go online at:

• Hole Contests – Closest to the Hole and Longest Drive contests on each nine.
